The manuscript must be clear and its format must be consistent with the other papers included in the conference CD-ROM proceedings. This abstract will also be included in the conference Abstracts Book. Use this document as a template if you are using Microsoft Word. Otherwise, use this document as an instruction set. Thank you for your contribution. We are looking forward to receiving your full papers.

1. Introduction
This instruction gives you guidelines for preparing full papers for the EcoBalance 2010. Please use this document as a template and adhere strictly to the following guidelines and format. The typography, layout and style are exactly the same as those used in this instruction. Papers which do not follow this instruction will not be included in the proceedings.

2. Preparation of Full Papers

The basic elements of a paper are title, author name(s) and affiliation(s), abstract (with three to five keywords), main body of paper and references. The main body of the paper can be divided into sections and (optionally) subsections with sub-subsections. All the fonts except for tile headings must be in Times New Roman 9pt. Do not put page number in the manuscript.
2.1 Page size and format

The page size of the manuscript must be A4. The total length of the paper should be 2 - 4 pages. The main body should be typed in two columns with single spacing and the following margins:

2.2 Title and author(s) information

All items in the title block (title, authors and affiliations) should be centered across both columns. The title should be set in 14-point boldface type. The first letter of each word should be capitalized (do not capitalize articles, coordinate conjunctions or prepositions unless the title begins with such a word). 

For each author, a numbered superscript should be used to indicate institution affiliation except when all authors are from one institute the superscript is omitted. The corresponding author should be indicated by the asterisk “*” symbol and the presenting author should be underlined. The corresponding author’s e-mail address should be provided as the final item in the title block. 

3. Abstract and Keywords

The abstract followed by a list of three to five keywords should be provided in single column at the first page. The abstract and keywords heading should be typed in italic bolded font. Abstract should not exceed 150 words.
4. Main Text Body

The full text of the paper (except the abstract) must be written in a justified double-column format.

4.1 Heading

4.1.1 First-order heading

The first-order headings, usually called section, should be boldface, initially capitalized and centered.

4.1.2 Second- and third-order headings

The second-order headings (sub-sections) and the third-order headings (sub sub-section) should be boldface and flush left.
5. Figures, Tables and Equations

5.1 Figures and Tables

All figures and tables should be placed after being mentioned in the text. Large figures and tables may span across both columns. Place figure captions below the figures and centered within a column. Place table heading and its caption above the table and flush left. For figures with two parts, include labels “(a)” and “(b)” as part of the artwork. Make sure that the figures and tables mentioned in the text actually exist. When citing a figure(s) in the text, they should be referred as, for example, “Fig. 1” or “Figs. 1 – 3”. Do not abbreviate “Table”.

5.2 Equations

Equations are centered and numbered consecutively. Equation numbers should be Arabic enclosed in parentheses on the right-hand margin. In equations, you can mix Times New Roman and Symbol fonts. You can also use the MS-Equation format or MathType format. Equation should be cited in the text as, for example, “Eq. (1)” or “Eqs. (1) – (3)”.
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Be sure that symbols in equations are defined before the equation appears or immediately following.

6. Acknowledgement

Acknowledgements may be made, right before the reference section, to individuals or institutes who have made an important contribution.

7. References

The relevant works must be cited and listed as references at the end of the paper, in the order of citation in the main text. They should be chronologically referred in the text by Arabic numerals enclosed in square brackets, e.g. [1], [1,2], [1-3]. The reference list should be set in the same type face as the body of the text.

8. Submission and Registration
8.1 Full Paper Submission

Authors are requested to submit their full papers in pdf format via online submission page. Your pdf file size should not exceed 3MB. The pdf conversion setting  should be high quality print, NO security and NO check for the check box “Do not send Fonts to Adobe PDF”. The paper is preferably embedded in a single file for each manuscript. Although the hard copy of papers are not required, the author(s) should make sure that the files submitted online are printable and the printout looks fine. Please follow this guideline carefully so that we will have uniformity in our proceedings.
Full paper should be submitted online from the full paper submission page that will be available from 1 July 2010. The deadline of full paper submission is August 25 2010 (JST, UTC+9). Please note that in case of no submission, your full paper might not be included in the conference CD-ROM proceedings.
8.2 Preparation for Abstracts Book

In addition to conference CD-ROM proceedings, the abstract of your full paper will be included in the printed Abstracts Book. Please just copy and paste your abstract onto the designated field of the full paper submission page.
8.3 Online Registration
All the presenters are requested to register online. Early bird registration is available until 10 September 2010. Please register online from the following page that will be available from 1 July 2010.

8.4 Important Note

Both full paper submission and online registration are required for conference presentation. Please note that your presentation might be cancelled if your full paper submission and online registration are not completed by 25 August 2010 (JST).

9. The EcoBalance Poster Award

The EcoBalance Poster Award will be offered to the outstanding posters, The Award will be decided through preliminary and secondary selections. In the preliminary selection, the full papers submitted by the 25 August (JST) deadline are peer-reviewed to select nominees for the secondary selection. The double blind peer review process is adopted for the preliminary selection. In the secondary selection, the scientific jury will indicate the winning posters among the nominees during the poster sessions at the conference. The choice of the jury will depend on scientific excellence of the poster. The winners wil be announced at the EcoBalance2010 closing session on Friday, 12 November 2010.
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
